Ans-In Islam, Muslims are called to five scheduled daily prayers (salat) by a formal announcement call the Azaan. The Azaan is also used to call believers to Friday worship at mosque. The Azaan is called out from the mosque by muazzin, who stands either in the mosque’s minaret tower (if the mosque is large) or at the  side of door (if the mosque is small) 
Q3-Why was there a need for Azaan?
Ans-When the Muslims migrated from Makkah to Madina, they used to agree about a fix time for the prayers but it was difficult to remember the timings sometime, especially when they were busy. A need was therefore felt to give out a call for prayers.
